Student instructions
Introduction 

This activity requires you to create a range of fluent and coherent writing based on our over-arching theme for the year.  We are studying a range of texts that explore relationships between generations, with a focus on the transition from boyhood to manhood.  
Over the first two terms, you will draft 2 – 4 pieces of writing and at the end of term two, you will craft at least two pieces of writing for assessment.  The deadline is 3.15pm on Friday 1st August 2014.  Your work must be submitted electronically.  You will draft your work using GoogleDocs and this will be used for feedback and ensuring authenticity.  Your final submission may be in Word or Pages, or it may be the GoogleDoc you drafted your work in.
The assessment will be based on how effectively your ideas are developed, sustained, and structured and how language features are used to create fluent and coherent writing.
Task 1:  draft chapter 1 of your autobiography
We have already looked at some examples of autobiographical writing such as the poems of Ian Mune and Sam Hunt as well as the Ruth Park extract.  We will now read some more examples of autobiographies.  In class we will look at the work of Clive James, Bill Bryson and David Lange.
Consider how you might use a writing style that readers will find engaging enough to read the rest of the autobiography.
Here are some ideas you might like to write about:

· The circumstances of your birth: time, place, what your parents’ lives were like at the time.
· Your family.

· Early memories.

· Significant event(s).

Consider too how you might structure your Chapter One.  It need not be chronological.  Once you have planned your work, start writing.  Write about 700 – 1000 words.
Task for final assessment: produce your writing

From your collected writings choose at least two pieces to craft (rework, reshape) and submit for assessment. Make sure that each piece of writing you submit: 

· develops, sustains, and structures your ideas coherently

· demonstrates an understanding of the targeted audience and text purpose

· includes controlled, fluent writing by selecting and integrating ideas, language features, and structure appropriate to your purpose and targeted audience
· shows accurate use of written text conventions.
You will be assessed on the quality of your structured ideas and writing and the extent to which you show discerning and sophisticated understanding of purpose and audience.

You need to select at least two pieces to rework and present for assessment. Length is not the primary consideration. However, it is unlikely that pieces shorter than 700 words will give you the opportunity to demonstrate your skills in crafting fluent and coherent writing.

Exemplar A – Excellence (extract only)

Chapter 1: The BFG and the Wasps


Having lived my entire life so far in the sleepy village of Warrington, half an hour drive north of Dunedin, there is a not-too-surprising lack of incredible action in my childhood. In fact, the most notable thing about Warrington is that it often gets mislabeled as Waitati – another nearby village that is similar to Warrington, except we have a better beach. I suppose my parents decided to settle in Warrington because of its intrinsic charm. The charm of a quiet, typically English village in New Zealand would have appealed greatly to both of them, as they met while studying at Oxford and mum, despite long travels away from home is still definitely English and to the manner born. Though I share some similar characteristics with dad, namely personality and opinions, I follow the willowy grace of my mum. Also, on our infrequent trips to England, I have always been more at home there than in New Zealand. Unsurprisingly, some of my fondest, most vivid memories are of England.
My brother and I took straight to the garden of our family’s house, Willowhayes, as soon as we arrived and scouted out everything from vaguely curious things to the life-threatening terrors that must surely have been hunting in the grasping grass. The burning flashes of a slinking fox in the sun heralded our arrival as it fled over the low tumbledown hedge to the dry wheat field, avoiding the quietly purring combine harvester in the distance. We surveyed our domain from the slight rise, looking out at the endless wheat field and the lofty oaks of the common in the distance, all tanning under a cloudless, perfectly sky blue English sky on a lazy summer day. The only motion in the sky was a circling buzzard, slowly drifting off. It was never this quiet in New Zealand. There were always birds or insects chirping away, or their counterparts cars and people. It was never this open either. I’d grown up around hills, where there were always trees or buildings or something close. Here even the forests were like fields. They seemed more secretive too - like a wild badger might come bumbling around a tree at any moment and be gone the next.
